The Caring
Congregation:

Training at the Church of
the Resurrection in
Leawood, Kansas

From April 7 thru April 9 | had the opportunity
to attend a workshop at the Church of the
Resurrection in Leawood, Kansas. This is the
church where our former pastor, Mariah
Tollgaard, and 11 of us from the former El
Cerrito UMC attended a leadership conference
several years ago. For more information on the
main campus and its other sites see:

The Congregational Care services at Church of
the Resurrection (COR) are designed to connect
the church with people during difficult times. At
COR, the Congregation Care Ministers are lay
ministers who work along side their pastor(s) to
provide relief, hope, companionship for their
church family. Church of the Resurrection is a
very large church: along with its main campus, it
has 3 satellite church locations, and a total
membership of about 23,000. They have
multiple ministers, but all of their worship
services at all locations hear the weekly sermon
by the lead Pastor Adam Hamilton, as well as
each worship group having their own individual
pastor. The teams of Care volunteers work with
members of their own congregational group
and their own pastor.

Each day of the training we began with a
worship session. Lectures by the author of the
book, who is a leader of the Congregational
Care Team at Church of the Resurrection, were
interspersed with talks by other Care team
leaders and members, and group discussions on

selected topics covered in the book.
The topics covered included theology
of care, appropriate boundaries,
listening, visiting in a variety of
settings, caring for the dying,
selecting scriptures and praying
aloud, dealing with anger or anxiety
from care recipients, care for those dealing with
cancer or chronic illness, depression, grief,
divorce, and care at memorial services. As
would be expected for a group dealing with the
number of possible recipients of their ministry,
the Congregation Care Team keeps meticulous,
confidential and organized records of the
services they have provided so that an
individual dealing with a painful situation does
not have to repeat his or her circumstances
repeatedly. An entire chapter of the book covers
that aspect of their services.

The opportunity for fellowship with other
attendees was fun and interesting, as were
discussions of what their home churches were
like and what sort of needs for congregational
care existed there. Mealtimes (which were
provided to us on the campus) and breaks also
provided chances to discuss care issues. There
were perhaps 400 people attending from all
over the U.S., including people from other
denominations.

This month's excerpt is about

the most unique and

in the sanctuary, "The Twelve Apostles of California."

The information below is quoted from a church
brochure written in the 1960s by the founder of the
church, pastor Leon L. Loofbourow,. -ed.

"At the opposite end of the chapel, in a gable
over the entrance, is a second window,
dedicated by Bishop Tippett on April 28, 1963.
This is a contrast, a complement to the altar
window. The altar window, facing South, has
deep, brilliant colors that doat tire the eye of
the worshipper with too much light. The
clerestory window faces North and is viewed
occasionally. So its coloring is more pastel,
though not less brilliant. The altar window
centers attention on God. The clerestory
window on His human rpresentatives.

The clerestory window, like its opposite, is
distinctively Californian. How select the twelve
great religious spirits of our State? Each must
be one who by integrity of character, service to
humanity, and devotion to God is worthy of
specialremembrance. There must be no
discrimination of faith, sex, or occupation. The
window becomes more meaningful because it
includes those in diverse callings teachers,
scientists, athletes, writers, businessmen,
farmers, entertainers, military men, mirnéss.

With these tests in mind the field was open for
months for nominations, though the final
choice had to be the responsibility of one
person. (Too bad we cannot also include the
"Second Team"!) It has been a fascinating
guest. So here are the Twelve:

JUNIPERO SERRA Franciscan monk, founder
of the Missions, Apostle to the Indians.
Represents California in Statuary Hall,
Washington, D. C.

JEDEDIAH STRONG SMITH Trailblazer to
California. First to cross Nevada and the Sierra.
Methodist. Fur trapper, expter, Christian
gentleman.

MARIANO VALLEJO Soldier, rancher,
statesman. Exemplar of Spanish aristocrat
becoming United States citizen. Two of his
homes are state monuments.

JOHN BIDWELL Prince of pioneers. Came in
first emigrant party. Presbyterian. Swyor,
rancher, statesman. Member of Congress,
founder of Chico.

JOHN MUIR Explorer, naturalist, author.
"Father of our National Parks." Scotch.,
Presbyterian; lover, observer, recorder and
interpreter of nature.

WILLIAM TAYLOR Pioneer San Francisco
stred preacher. Voluminous writer. Opener of
many mission fields. Importer of the
eucalyptus. Methodist Bishop of Africa.

DAVID LUBIN Pioneer merchant. Founder of
the International Institute of Agriculture,




which became first unit of United Nations.
Devout Ja. Practical internationalist.

DAVID STARR JORDAN Scientist, creator of
Stanford University. Congregationalist. Leader
in moral causes. Stalwart foe of alcohol and
war.

EDWIN MARKHAM California's foremost
poet. Bard of the social awakening, calling for
Bread, Beauty, Brotherhood for all men.

WILL ROGERS Cowboy, entertainer,
ambassador of goodwill. World figure in
motion pictures and radio. Clean, humorous,
kindly philosopher.

AURELIA HENRY REINHARDT Educator,
lecturer, administrator. President Mills
College. Unitarian. Vivacious, "a whole
woman."
